Do Something! by Sharon Stolebarger

“It  was the cold and rainy night before Christmas in the City of Tiberias.  I was delivering 
shoes and outfits to all the children in our adopted under-privileged children's centers there, 
when I met an elderly women on the street.  She approached me because she was sure that I 
was from the City Hall.   She had seen me there the day before with the Deputy Mayor.  I 
assured her that I wasn't and asked her if she needed something.  She invited me to come into 
her house for a moment.  I sensed this was urgent and I agreed.

When I entered into the house, I looked around and saw the bare conditions that this poor 
woman was living in and knew that  she desperately needed help.  I was shocked.  I looked at 
the sofa which was used as a bed, but there were only sheets on it and no blanket.  This 

woman literally had nothing.  It broke my heart  to see what conditions she was living in.  She began to explain that she had been 
everywhere asking for assistance and she just didn't  know what to do.  She was hungry; she was cold and had nowhere to turn.  
Nobody cared and and she was all alone without anywhere to turn.  It  was then that I looked down and saw that she was wearing 
flip flops in freezing weather!  I asked her if she had any shoes, a heater or blankets.  She told me that  she didn't  and that  she 
was freezing.  That night, I tossed and turned all night thinking about this poor lady.  There were no donations available at the 
time, but I had to do something.  

Then next morning, I awoke and started collecting everything that  I could, including my own heater to give this poor woman.  I 
baked chocolate chip cookies, bought Hallah bread for the Shabbat, went  to the city and bought shoes, jacket, supplies and a 
blanket.  I had remembered her teeth were literally rotting, so I got toothpaste and a toothbrush and anything I could think of 
that the woman might need.  That  afternoon, Christmas Day and just  before the Sabbath, I brought my husband and children to 
see her.  We brought her all the things and told her that we were there to support her.  We wished her a "Shabbat  Shalom" - 
peaceful Sabbath. I remember that she was literally shaking with emotions and didn't have the words to express her 
appreciation.  

Her face that  day stayed with me.  I couldn't get it  out of my mind.  A few days later I went to the Mayor's office to see the 
Deputy Mayor and tell him this horrible story about an elderly woman that was freezing and hungry in his city.  As I was telling 
the story, he looked up at  me and said, "Tisha, that is just one lady!  We have hundreds of stories like this here in Tiberias."  He 
said it so casually, I couldn't  believe my ears!   How could this be?  How could we allow our pioneers, the ones that built  this 
great  country, who fought  in the wars and paid the price, to be cold and hungry?  Shouldn't  we give them their dignity by keep 
them warm, clothed and fed?  Was that  too much to ask?  I was heartbroken that day to hear about  the needs of so many of our 
elderly. 

With winter rains and snow on Mt. Hermon, please remember and pray for those out  there that are cold in His great 
Land.  Remember the elderly in their homes, the little children, and the soldiers in the mud!  Donations will go to wherever you 
designate.  We desperately need funds to supply our soldiers with winter jackets, thermals and blankets, our under-privileged 
elderly, youth and children with blankets and warm weather gear.  May the Lord bless you and keep you.  Tisha.”

Bill and Kathy Bucklew

Worshipping God can be tough.  Sometimes we don’t have the right words to say, we 
fumble through Scripture, we are unsure of ourselves. That is one reason God gave us the 
Book of Psalms.  It is “God’s Hymnal”.  When words fail, the Psalms will come to your 
rescue.

For Kathy  Bucklew, the Psalms has been a source of inspiration.  Psalm 139:1-19 is her 
favorite Scripture and has sustained her through much.  She has loved His being there 
behind her and before her (in time, in sorrow, in pain, in loss). She marvels at how different 
her “now” is than from her early years!  

Kathy has taken deep  hurts in her life and, through Christ and His Word, has turned pain and 
sins into a living testimony of His love and forgiveness.  He has also continued to bless her 

with a loving husband of 34 years, Bill, three children and three grandchildren.  With His grace, they  have also been able to 
raise 37 foster children. 

Growing up in Mississippi, Kathy  moved around the country, going through many phases, always knowing there was 
more.  She grew up  in a traditional denominational church, filled with pride; being taught elitism and making her afraid to 
study the Bible for fear of heresy.  With all the moves in her life the Church was a constant, but  the shallow Biblical roots 
of the Church did not hold her back from the ravages of the ‘60’s.  

Kathy was driven into the Hippie Culture with a vengeance after she lost her first  child by  her own hand through an 
abortion. It was only  through God’s grace that  she escaped the personal hell of the drug culture so rampant at  the time. Of 
those times, Kathy is reminded of Psalm 139, “… You hem me in, behind and before, and lay your hand upon me.  …”.

Kathy’s first  marriage was in typical hippie style.  When they applied for their marriage license, she had to ask her future 
husband what his last  name was!  This husband was anything but the stereotypical laid-back hippie.  He had a particular 
fondness for beating her.  On one occasion in particular, he broke her back and on another, beat  her so badly, Kathy 
miscarried her child.  She went into a downward spiral so profound that she thought ending her life was the only  way  to 
ease the pain in her soul.

Rather than taking her own life however,  Kathy gave control of her life over to the Holy  Spirit.  She said, “God reached in 
a sewer and pulled me out, brushing aside the filth that I was drowning in.”  After God turned her life around, Kathy 
became involved in the Jesus Movement  of the early  1970‘s, giving her the Godly foundations for her life.  She says that 
Larry  Christenson, Hal Lindsey, John Wimber, and Bob Mumford had profound impacts on her life in those early years.  
She also remembers the sound of Chuck Smith’s radio broadcasts, which drew her as a young mother to the couch to listen.  
She “ate the verses” that were to become her shield through the future storms of her life.

One evening at Church, Kathy shared her testimony, including her abortion, with the congregation.  At that time, abortion 
was something no one talked about and for someone to speak on such a painful subject with boldness was remarkable, 
especially sharing the healing that only Jesus can give. Afterwards, she was inundated by  people wanting to share their 
testimony with her and also wanting her to come to other venues to share her testimony with others.  

Kathy began to travel the country  and share her life story  with others.  She was always amazed at how God could take her 
sin, forgive her, and use that to save lives. She states, “I learned the truth about abortion – one life too late and did not  want 
that same tragedy to happen to others.”  She became a strong pro-life advocate and spoke out against abortion, personally 
being encouraged by Francis Schaeffer, Senator Jesse Helms, Dr. Jean Garton, and others.  

As she would leave to speak somewhere, her children would kiss her good-bye and say, “We will pray  that you save 
babies, mama!” and give her hugs of encouragement.  Her husband Bill was the cog that held all of them together.  A 
strong, God-gifted father – one who shared her heart’s desire to raise their three children to know Jesus personally. 

A few years ago, Kathy  worked at a Christian College and in giving devotions, she began to pray to understand Scripture 
so she could see the golden nuggets it contained.  Her husband had begun to search the Internet for teachers who took the 
Bible seriously and happened upon Chuck Missler. They heard Chuck’s teaching on the Nephilim and liked his teaching 
style and wanted to hear more.   In 2008, they  decided to attend  the Strategic Trends conference in Coeur D’Alene, to

stick around too long, since the local authorities are more then happy to provide a free ride to the county line or they head out on 
their own once the cold northern wind starts to blow, reminding us that snow is on its way.

I figured that was the case with this guy, just another vagabond passing through before winter hits.  However, you can imagine 
my surprise after our Ladies’ Bible Study at church one day, to see him sitting in the foyer, drinking coffee and mumbling to 
himself.  There he was wearing the same outfit, same scruffy beard and my nose became quite sensitive to his presence as well.  
It was a little uncomfortable and awkward, but he kept to himself.

Over the next month, this man known as “Big Ray”, started becoming a regular in the foyer.  There, he could get  out  of the 
elements and wrap his rough cold hands around a warm cup of coffee.  I must admit, I was still a little leery about Ray.  After 
all, he was very different, gruff and never looked anyone in the eye. This isn’t the city where you often see people like Ray.  
Where did he come from?  What is his story? 

Come to find out, Ray is 57 years old, and has been going from church-to-church, existing on the charity of Christians for 25 
years.  He knows the routine.  If he showed up at a church, he might get a can of food, some money or if he endured a sermon, a 
meal.  Eventually however, he would wear out his welcome and be asked to leave.  Our church wasn’t the first church Ray 
visited in town.  He had been asked to leave several others churches before showing up at ours.

I’ll never forget  the first time I actually spoke to Ray.  I was helping get the church set-up for a guest  speaker.  The staff was 
telling Ray that  he couldn’t come to the foyer the following day until after 12:30 because of a ladies brunch.  Then they told him 
that he needed to help get the chairs set-up to “earn” his keep, since he was getting food and using the shower.  He nodded and I 
overheard him say, “Yep, I work for my food, man.”

When I finally went up to him and told him we were ready for his help, he abruptly snapped,  “I need to drink my coffee first 
man, let  me drink my coffee.” It  wasn’t  quite the response I was expecting, so I simply said,  “Okay Ray, drink your coffee.”  I 
promptly left him alone.  But  as promised, as soon as he finished his cup of coffee, he started grabbing chairs and putting them 
in place.  

The next  day, Ray showed up at 12:30 sharp.  As we were cleaning up, there sat  Ray eating whatever was left  over from the 
brunch that  he could find. You could tell he was in “heaven” as he quickly ate three frosted huckleberry cinnamon rolls.  I bet  he 
had never eaten one of those before.  I know I hadn’t until that day.

I barely recognized Ray the following week, when he walked into the foyer, sporting a new haircut and the white beard was 
gone. If it  weren’t  for the camouflaged pants, I would not  have known it was him. However, that wasn’t  the only change.  Ray 
had accepted Jesus as His personal Savior and he moved from sitting in the foyer, to the back of the auditorium on Sundays.

Weeks later, I spent the entire day in “Ray’s Foyer” as we were getting the church ready for the holidays.  While we were 
decorating, there he sat in his usual spot in the corner, with his back against the wall, eyes closed.  I kept  walking by him 
wondering what he was thinking about.  Perhaps, better days? 

All I know, is on that  day, I learned Ray loved San Antonio. You should have seen his eyes light up when I mentioned I had been 
there a couple times.  Finally, something he and I had in common that we could talk about.  “Yes, Ray it is a beautiful place.  At 
night, there is nothing like walking along the Riverwalk.  Yes, Ray, I have been to the Alamo, loved looking at  that  big tree in 
the courtyard.  If that  tree could talk, the stories it could tell.  After all, it  might have been there in 1836 on that fateful day when 
the Alamo defenders drew the line in the sand.”

The first time I saw Ray, he was walking down the street sometime this summer as I was 
driving through town. It  was pretty obvious that  he was not from around here. Every time I 
drove through town thereafter, I would see him walking, wearing the same camouflaged 
pants, wild hair, scruffy beard, and carrying his bag.

Transients are not  uncommon around here during the summer months.  They can be seen 
hitchhiking along the road, down by the railroad tracks after riding the rails, or just walking.  
When you live in a small town like mine, it  isn’t hard to pick them out.  They usually don’t

“Ray do you have family?” I asked.  “I have a sister, man,” he replied.  “You do? You have a sister and she lives in San 
Antonio?”  “Yep!” he replied.  “She lives in San Antonio, I am going to San Antonio, man.  All I need is a bike.”  With a 
surprised look on my face, I asked, “You’re going to ride a bike all the way to San Antonio? That is a very long ways to peddle a 
bike, Ray.”  “Yep, I am going to ride a bike all the way to San Antonio, man.”

As the day turned into night, we were all concerned about Ray sleeping outside.  It was below zero, way too cold for anyone to 
be outdoors for very long. Ray was told that he could sleep at the church that night  and they brought out a mattress for him.  At 
first he was okay with that, then Ray got agitated.  Suddenly, he didn’t like the idea of sleeping indoors at the church.  

I watched as he loudly yelled at Josh, “Just give me some garbage bags man and I’ll be fine.  Ten garbage bags that’s all I need.”  
“No Ray”, Josh stated.  “I gave you garbage bags yesterday and today, we are giving you a place to sleep.  You’re staying here 
with me.”  Pacing back and forth, Ray shouted,  “No man, if I die out there it  will be your fault  for not giving me the garbage 
bags.”  But Josh stood his ground.  “No Ray, it will be your fault because we offered you a warm place to sleep.”

It  is still hard to fathom that Ray has been sleeping outside.  Aside from the church, he had also been offered an empty building 
to sleep in, one that has heat and a bathroom.  But, he declined and said that he “doesn’t  like to sleep inside, man.”  Instead, he 
was sleeping in a field near some abandoned railroad tracks, without  a shelter. In the rain and in the snow, the harshest of 
conditions, and all he had was his sleeping bag and garbage bags to keep him dry. What  brought him to this point?  How is he 
surviving out there?

The pivotal moment of this story, however, happened a couple Sundays ago.  Instead of sitting in the back row of the church and 
out of the way, Ray sat in the front  row during the service.  We all had noticed a difference with Ray.   Perhaps, for the first  time 
in 25 years, instead of just hearing the Gospel preached, he was finally experiencing and seeing it firsthand.  I watched as this 
man who previously stated, “I don’t  like people,” accept a hug from another person. A man who now sat in the front  row, 
without shame.  

As the pastor preached from Mark 5 and talked about the demon-possessed man who had lost everything he ever had and lived 
among the tombs, Ray nodded his head in agreement.   As we heard the words of Jesus, telling this man who had been restored 
to go back to his family and tell them about the wonderful things He had done for him, Ray continued to nod.  The pastor 
reminded us that Jesus saw a man who was hurting, who had nothing, but was restored.  Jesus saw a man.

After the sermon ended, it  was time for tithes and offerings. When the maroon velvet bag was handed to Ray, I watched as this 
homeless man who has nothing, reach into his worn out  and faded camouflaged pocket and drop all that he had into the bag.  I 
will never forget  that  moment in my life.  It  wasn’t  much, a dollar and some change, but  it was all that  he had and he gave it 
without hesitating.

These last  few weeks, I have often pondered why God brought Ray to Idaho.  Is He watching to see what we will do?  Is Ray 
one of those “angels” God mentions that we have entertained without  even knowing it?  Or was he here to simply teach us a 
lesson about having compassion and unconditional love for one another? 

All I know, is that  Ray has greatly touched my life in a way that  I never expected, and Sundays won’t  be the same without him.  
We bid farewell to Ray.  He had decided it  was time to go and thanked everyone for their kindness. He didn’t want  to take any 
more charity, “I don’t wanna be a burden to anyone, man,” he stated. We sent  him on his way, knowing that he was now in 
God’s hands.

 “The king will answer them, 'I tell you with certainty, since you did it for one of 
the least important of these brothers of mine, you did it for me.'” ~ Matt 25:40

Ray has a Christmas card that he keeps safely tucked in his pocket.  He can’t sell or trade it 
and it  is of very little value.  All it says is that, “We are happy to see you at church Ray and 
Jesus loves you.”  This man’s most prized possession is his salvation; it is all that he has 
and it didn’t cost him anything. Wouldn’t  we all be better off if the only possession we had 
in this entire world, was simply our salvation?
