But in the meantime, I continue to press on knowing that the
Lord has something much deeper in mind to reveal to me. A few days ago I was
reading from Sarah Young’s devotional Jesus Calling, and was confronted with the
following message.

“But the time was time well spent, because I knew that they were going to
help babies and their mothers who suffer hardships and economic need. But, most of all, I realized that this was one
small way I could personally demonstrate my love for Israel and the Jewish people. I would (and will) do it again in
a heartbeat!”

She prayed for each of the outfits that she made (and purchased) asking that God would
allow the wearer of that item to come to know Him.

campuses. My most recent project has been to start a school for at-risk students called Metro Career Academy.
This has been a project that I have dreamed about for over 20 years. And, the Lord has really opened the doors. We
began the program last year with about 180 students. We had 34 students who graduated from high school this year,
which is great for just starting out. We are building a new facility for the student’s right across from the building
where I work. It has showers, a "Clothes Closet," and even a laundry, because so many of our students have nowhere
to go in the evenings and may sleep on the streets; there are many homeless kids. I love these young people. My day
is always better when I can spend time giving them hugs and letting them know that are important to me.”

Danene has also been home-schooling her youngest daughter Katie for several years. As a multi-
tasker, she states, “I just bring Katie to work with me. She has a place where she works that is
nice and quiet. And, she has been able to take advantage of some of the online instruction my
school offers (math classes and Music Appreciation).

For science, which she loves, we use a Christian-based curriculum. And, we are using KI for her
Bible-based curriculum. Katie also sings in the Oklahoma City Christian Homeschool Choir,
Katie and Danene takes cello lessons, is learning French, rides horses, and does needlework, like her mom.

As a recent widow, Danene states, “Most of all, right now, I am allowing my Lord Jesus Christ, to help me move into

a new phase of my life without my husband. Jesus is my leader and my guide! And, I trust Him fully as I continue to
walk in His presence daily.”

For those of you who are steadfastly growing in the Word, this format may seem slightly familiar to what you
already are doing through your personal quiet time.

Reading- When you read, consider what you are reading. Expect the Lord to speak to you through the
text. What stands out? Is there a pronoun or verb that is particularly interesting? A synonym? Try to
decipher who is being talked to or about. This is the act of reading for content. Whatever stands out to
you, jot it into your notes as an observation.

Exhortation - An exhortation is an encouragement to right action. It may be a rebuke, it may be a gentle
correction, and it may be telling you to keep on what you are doing! It’s different than simple
encouragement because there is the action involved. So as you read the text, what is the Lord asking you
to do? What is the Lord asking you to tell others to do? Christianity is a journey, we all need help
staying on the narrow path. Every verse in Scripture is there to help us walk closer with Christ.

Doctrine - We know that the Bible is one book, not sixty-six. As such, every part supports and is
supported by the whole. It’s an integrated message. No verse stands alone as a source of doctrine. As
you study, jot down how the passage you are reading connects with other passages in scripture. The more
you study, the more connections you’ll be able to find. You may even be surprised at the remembrances
the Holy Spirit brings to mind.

| Just Got My Bronze, Now What?by Stan Honn

Each time I process Bronze Medallions, I send out a congratulatory email to each student on his or her
accomplishment, as well as the Statement of Faith to be signed and sent back. It is encouraging to read the notes that
come along with many of those signed statements. It is always our prayer that what is taught in the classrooms makes
a positive difference in the lives of our students and their families and friends.

I am often asked, “I just got my Bronze, now how do I start on my Silver courses?” That question invariably leads
to,“Which class should I take first?”” and “How do I renew my membership?” Hopefully, I can provide some simple
answers.

How Do | Start on My Silver Courses? The quick answer is “Just sign up for another new class!” That sounds
simple enough, and that is basically what is involved in getting started. As long as your membership is current and
you still have access to the Studycenter, you are halfway to the new Silver starting line. You may continue with your
studies.

What Class Should | Take First? The current edition of KI’s Handbook is the best place to start. It is located at the
Studycenter for your convenience, and it is updated with the latest information. Go to pages 18 and 19, more
specifically, Section 3.2 The Pathway to Silver. You will notice that there are several subsections. You will need to
fulfill the requirements in each Track listed. Those include Berean, Issachar, and Koinonos, to achieve your Silver
Medallion. You will also need to check Section 7 of the Handbook for information on K-Credit requirements.

The chart below will help you keep track of where you are as you march towards the Silver. For those courses where
there are two parts or units, for example Matthew - Unit 1 and Matthew - Unit 2.
